TOWN OF AURORA ZONING BY-LAW #6000-17
Residential Zoning Requirements - R1
Definitions:

Lot Coverage:

means the percentage of a lot covered by all buildings, but excluding decks attached to the Main
Building, balconies, fireplaces, landings & steps, Pools including perimeter decking which forms
part of an above-ground pool, and any part of a building which is completely below grade.

Accessory Building or Structure:
means a detached building or structure which is naturally and normally incidental, subordinate,
and exclusively devoted to a Principal Use or building which is located on the same lot.

Accessory Use:
means an additional use, other than human habitation, naturally and normally incidental,
subordinate and exclusively devoted to a Principal Use or building which is located on the same lot.

Driveway:
means a vehicular accessway provided between the property line and a Parking space, Parking area,
or loading area, garage, or between two Parking Areas.

Building Height:

means the vertical distance measured between the Average Finished Grade and:

1) on a flat roof or a structure with no roof, the highest point of the structure, roof surface or the
parapet, whichever is the greater

2) on any sloped roof, the mean distance between the eaves and the ridge of a roof

in calculating the height of a building, any construction used as an ornament or for the mechanical
operation of the building such as a chimney, tower, cupola or steeple shall not be included.
