PRE-CONSULTATION

The Town'’s Official Plan Amendment process requires an applicant
to meet with Town staff prior to submitting an application. This
pre-consultation meeting will allow the applicant to explain the
proposal and give staff an opportunity to provide preliminary
comments and advise what plans and studies will be required in
support of a formal application.

Required plans and studies will be based on the complexity of the
application. This enables Council to make an informed decision
within prescribed timelines. A checklist will be provided by staff,
outlining submission requirements needed for the applicant to
make a complete application. The pre-consultation and complete
application provisions are a requirement of the Town's Official
Plan (s 15.2.1) and are detailed in the Planning Application Guide.
A pre-consultation meeting can be arranged by contacting the
Planning and Building Services Department, Development Planning
Division.

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WHAT IS AN OFFICIAL PLAN
AMENDMENT?

An Official Plan Amendment Application is the process where changes
are made to the Official Plan. The Town of Aurora’s Official Plan sets
out the goals, objectives and direction for the Town. The Official Plan
establishes the vision, corresponding principles and supporting policies
to guide the Town's evolution and development to the year 2031. The
Official Plan contains a number of Secondary Plans which provide more
specific land-use policies and direction.

PLANNING CONSIDERATIONS

When considering an amendment to the Official Plan, the Town will
evaluate:
= The need for the proposed change
= The assessment of the proposed change in terms of social,
economic, environmental and visual impacts and benefits for the
community
= The extent of the change to the policies, objectives and principles
of the Official Plan
= The effect on population and employment projections
= Conformity with the Regional Municipality of York's Official Plan
and provincial legislation
